Briefly about Episcopal Polity 

 Next Friday and Saturday, February 3-4, a delegation from Holy 

Trinity, including the wardens and the rector, will attend the 129th 

Convention of the Diocese of East Carolina in New Bern.  If you are new to 

the Episcopal Church, you need to know that ours is a hierarchical church.  

The parish is not the primary unit: the diocese is.  The rector is not the 

primary pastor: the bishop is.  All the offerings we receive do not remain here 

to benefit Holy Trinity.   A percentage of that money—for 2012 the amount is 

$50,000—goes to the Diocesan budget, which serves a variety of ministries too large for us to do 

alone at the parish level but of which we are an integral part.  

Our way of living together is different from many other denominations.  We are not a 

congregational church.  Our church extends beyond Holy Trinity.  We are but one small part of a 

much greater enterprise.  And at the parish level, the vestry and the rector run things, with the 

vestry primarily responsible for the temporal life of the parish and the rector primarily 

responsible for its spiritual life.  In practice, the rector and vestry work together on almost all 

aspects of parish life.  All this means that if you are not elected to the vestry or called as the 

rector, you are not a part of the governing body of the parish.  You vote for the vestry at our 

annual parish meeting, but that is the extent of your official involvement in governing Holy 

Trinity.  Of course, the rector and the vestry want to know what you think and what you need, 

but they are the only ones with a vote. 

Our model of church governance is as old as the New Testament.  This 

past Thursday, we celebrated the feast of St. Timothy and St. Titus.  

Those two saints were young men who assisted St. Paul on his 

missionary journeys until they were ready to become bishops 

themselves, Timothy in Ephesus and Titus in Crete.  In turn, they 

appointed presbyters (priests) to assist them.   That ancient construct of 

church polity is much the same as ours. 

 The Diocesan Convention provides the time for all parishes in the Diocese to come 

together to govern it.  We will pass a budget for the Diocese that provides funding for various 

ministries and activities within the Diocese, funding for the greater church throughout the 

United States, and compensation for our Diocesan staff, among other things.  We will consider 

resolutions and changes to the Diocesan canons.  Bishop Daniel will give an address to the 

Convention setting forth his vision for the coming year and reviewing our common life.  We will 

have the opportunity for fellowship with other Episcopalians throughout East Carolina.  
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 Between Diocesan Conventions, the Executive Council, which is elected by the 

Convention in three year staggered terms, governs with the Bishop.  If you think of Executive 

Council as a Diocesan version of our Vestry, you will not be far off.  Executive Council handles 

finances, but much like your Vestry, Executive Council also advises on other matters of 

importance as well.   

 The Diocese in turn is one part of the Episcopal Church, which includes 

not only the United States, but also members in Colombia, the Dominican 

Republic, Ecuador, Austria, Belgium, France, Germany, Italy, Switzerland, Haiti, 

Honduras, Micronesia, Puerto Rico, Taiwan, Venezuela, and the Virgin Islands.  

Just as the parish helps fund the Diocese, the Diocese provides funding to the 

greater church.  That means that some of the money we give to the Diocese goes beyond it to help 

our ministry throughout much of the world. 

 The Episcopal Church meets in General Convention every three years as it will this 

summer in Indianapolis.  The General Convention makes decisions for the whole church in much 

the same way that our Diocesan Convention decides matters for East Carolina or that the rector 

and vestry decide for Holy Trinity.  Between General Conventions, the Presiding Bishop and an 

Executive Council function much like our Diocesan Executive Council and our Vestry. 

 We will let you know about this Diocesan Convention on Sunday.   Faithfully, Ray+
